What to Know

Attire: Please send your child in comfortable clothing
and close-toed shoes.

Snack / Lunch: Morning / afternoon snack is provided.
Participants must bring their lunch and a reusable water
bottle each day.

Personal Belongings: The camp provides all supplies to
complete organized activities. Please do not bring toys /
electronics / money from home. Recreation staff are not
responsible for lost / stolen items.
